Dear Southern California Speed Skaters and Parents:


The Southern California Speed Skating Association (SCSSA) would like to invite you to join the

SCSSA for the 2007-2008 season.  Your current membership expires on July 31, 2007.  All skaters 

MUST join the SCSSA, as well as all officials.  Non-skating parents do not need to join, BUT membership

fees include the whole family and BY JOINING, YOU WILL HAVE VOTING RIGHTS in SCSSA affairs 

put to the general membership, such as the annual election of Officers held, usually,  in April.  Such voting is 

limited to SCSSA members age 16 and older.  


Your dues are the ONLY way that we are able to keep our great sport of speed skating alive.  Becoming 

a member in the SCSSA and U.S. Speed Skating, entitles you to provide much needed support to the following 

activities.  Without this support, these activities could not take place.

RACING:  The SCSSA will have several competitions between October and March.  Being a paid 

up member is mandatory to compete in any competition, and you will only be allowed to join on the same day 

as a competition by paying a $20 penalty.  Some of these competitions are sponsored solely by the SCSSA.


U. S.  SPEEDSKATING MEMBERSHIP:  You will be billed seperately for membership 

to U.S. Speed Skating, if you have previously been a member.  If you have never joined US Speedskating, 

you must go to the US Speedskating website, www.usspeedskating.org, to obtain a membership form.

Membership in U.S. Speedskating is REQUIRED for you to be allowed to compete  or officiate, either at 

local or National competitions.


ACCIDENT INSURANCE:  Membership in U.S. Speed Skating entitles each member to insurance 

coverage for accidents like being injured while participating in a sanctioned SCSSA workout or competition.


BANQUET:  The SCSSA sponsors a year-end Awards Banquet in April to recognize Class Champions, 

most improved skaters, and other local contributors to our great sport.


LIABILITY INSURANCE: U.S. Speed Skating provides liability insurance to the various associations,

 clubs, officers  and coaches.  Most rinks will not let us train there without this coverage.  Coaches, officers, and 

officials are not covered for liability unless they join U.S. Speed Skating!  This is especially true for parents 

who help out, in any capacity!
RACING BLADE:  All U.S. Speedskating members receive the official newsletter The Racing Blade.  This 

outstanding publication has photographs, speed skating news from around the country, some of the latest meet 

results, and information on  the various U.S. Speedskating functions and programs, including training camps.

TRAINING CAMPS:  U.S. Speedskating sponsors training camps each summer in various 

locations around the country.  Participants must be members of their home Association (the SCSSA) and 

U.S. Speedskating.

IMPORTANT:  As previously mentioned,.  YOU WILL BE BILLED SEPERATELY FOR MEMBERSHIP 

IN U.S. SpeedSkating, WHICH IS ALSO REQUIRED TO COMPETE.  Remember also that if you are

 a 1st year member, you MUST get the applications to U.S. Speedskating via internet: usspeedskating.org.

*     HOW MUCH?  SCSSA DUES:  $40.00 for each family (even if only a family of 1), or $20 for 

first year competitors.   Please make checks payable to “SCSSA”.  (Note:  Joining on the same day of 

a competition, the cost is $ 60.00).

*     Please pay with checks or money orders, NOT cash.

*     And please do not count on joining and paying on the same night as you plan to race!


We understand that this is possibly confusing.  If you are confused, please feel free to contact an

SCSSA Officer, especially Cary Todd.
